The SSE Women’s FA Cup #ThisIsOurCup Competition 
Terms and Conditions
1. The promoter of the Competition is The Football Association Limited ("The FA"), Wembley Stadium, Wembley, London HA9 0WS.
2. Entry into the Competition is dependent on your acceptance of these terms and conditions and by entering the Competition you confirm your acceptance of these Terms and Conditions.

3. Entrants must be based in the United Kingdom. Employees of The FA, any FA Group Company or anyone professionally connected to this Competition and members of their immediate families are not permitted to enter the Competition. 14. The Winner will be selected by members of The FA’s marketing team and the SSE Women’s FA Cup finalist clubs (the “Judges”) and notified on 2 May 2016.
